* Clean your bins regularly

* Please report any damaged or stolen bins

Verge Collection Guidelines



Gift items to charity, swap or sell

Unwanted, reusable items such as clothes and toys in good condition can
be GIFTED to charity, swapped or sold. Virtually everything has a better
place to go — we just all need to be

GREAT Sorts and freat landfill as the last

resort.

You can find your nearest charity store
or donation bin at charitablerecycling.
org.au/find-op-shop.

Note: If the donation bin is full, you can
go into a store, call for home collection
or try another bin. Items left on the
ground cannot be resold and become
litter and end up in landfill.

Not all items can go in your
kerbside bins

Take your hazardous items tfo the Mandurah Waste Management Cenftre.

The Household Hazardous Waste program accepts up to 20 kilograms or
litres per material type for households at no charge.

Dispose of up to 100 litres of paint per visit at
no charge.

Cleanaway will collect up to 5L of used engine
waste oil and 1 car battery each fortnight.

Please place items either on top of recycling bin or
0.5m away from bin (they need to be clearly visible to
the driver).

Glass bottles, steel and aluminium cans, clean paper and cardboard.

HAZARDOUS WASTE

Gas bottles, paint, fluoro globes/tubes, batteries, motor oil, smoke detectors,
electronic waste and household chemicals.

METAL WASTE

Scrap metal, white goods, fencing, sheet metal, car parts, bikes and lawnmowers.
GREEN WASTE

Tree and shrub prunings, trunks up fto 3 Tip Passes | 3 Cubic Metres
300mm diameter, grass clippings and

leaves.

BUILDING WASTE

2 Tip Passes | 2 Cubic Metres

Timber, brick rubble, fibre cement and 1Tip Pass | 1 Cubic Metre

sand (must be separated), asbestos
(max 2 tonne).

MIXED WASTE

Broken items that
cannot be reused, recycled
or composted.

Waste Vouchers (tip passes)

The City of Mandurah provides its ratepayers with 2
green and 2 general waste vouchers each year. The waste
vouchers are attached to the bottom of the Rates Notice.
Please visit the City of Mandurah website and the Rates
Notice booklet for further information.
