Residential Bin Placement

To ensure safe and efficient collection, place bins on the kerb with wheels facing your 
house, spaced apart, and free from obstructions. 
This helps protect pedestrians, traffic, and collection crews.

Handy tips:​
	y Keep lids closed to prevent waste escaping
	y Store bins in a shaded, secure location when not in use
	y Place bins out for collection within 24 hours of pick-up and return once emptied
	y Clean bins regularly to ensure they stay sanitary 
	y Report any damaged or missing bins
